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This projectis centred on the northern foreshore of Lake Waikare where some
restoration work has already begun on wetland areas.
The northern foreshore of Lake Waikare continues to be a key focus and high lampton
priority area for wetland restoration work by Waikato Regional Council and Downs
Auckland Waikato Fish and Game Association. Waerenga

Over the last 10 years, a significant investment has been made into successfully
restoring and constructing new wetland habitat along the foreshore. This site is
developing towards being the 'highlight' of Lake Waikare, with use as a o '
demonstration site/best practice example of restoration, and significant scope for o Kauytiata
future developmentinto recreational opportunities such as wildlife watching,
cycle/walking trails etc.

Building on last years successful foreshore project, itis proposed to continue this
model of restoration along the lake shore.
