The decision | would like the council to make regarding this provision is: The reason for requesting this decision is:

To develop and implement a nutrient trading scheme covering the Waikato and Waipa catchments ~ The advent of the Variation, and PC1 as a whole, will impose some constraint on farming activities,
especially regarding nitrogen losses from farms. This is particularly so given the need for all farms to
register a Nitrogen Reference Point, for the worst 25 percentile of dairy farms (re nitrogen leaching) to
reduce to the 75th percentile level, and the restriction on land use change to more intensive activities.

In the face of these constraints, a trading system, whereby land owners could sell or lease nitrogen, greatly
aids in the flexibility and efficiency of the use of the nutrient, and can reduce the cost of compliance. This
has been shown with the trading regime in the Lake Taupo ctachment, and Bay of Plenty Regional Council
will also be introducing a trading regime for the Rotorua Lakes Plan (PC10).

We live in a market economy, where trading of goods is a commonplace occurrence, and there is no reason
not to extend this to nutirents, give the restrictions being imposed via PC1. Trading helps to achieve a more
optimum economic outcome by enabling the nutrient in question (nitrogen) to move to a more efficient use.

While a “cap and trade” is often regarded as a constraint all in one, it is important to note that it is the cap
which imposed the constraint, whereas trading offers a degree of flexibility. While it could be expected that
nutrient trading markets will be (at least initially) both thin and sticky (i.e. relatively few traders and some
reluctance to trade), at the very least trading provides an opportunity for that flexibility. This is important
regardless of any initial allocation system.

It may be necessary to restrict trading to within the relevant Freshwater Management Units, but this is a
detall that can be considered as part of the development phase.

Similarly, while the initial emphasis is on nitrogen given it is the nutrient being most restricted, the same can
apply to trading in phosphorus.
