For example: where a historical dairy farming property was purchased during the very low payout period
and where, at that time, it economically made more sense to farm young dairy stock rather than cows, even
though the long term plan (and historical use) was clearly using the property for cows and not younger
stock. With the increased payout, the property reverts to its previous use of stocking cows. In situations
such as this, where the proposed reference years are clearly not the norm for a property, dispensation must
be given to use a alternative range of years that represents the "normal" use of the property.
