As well as the above Rules our Submission also directly relates to Rule 7; Shearer & Baverstock Cropping Ltd is a commercial horticulture business supplying Auckland & other
Current Land Use - Any Land Use  to regions with watermelons, pumpkins & early onions. Over the past 20 years we have grown our watermelon
New Land Use - Commercial Vegetable Growing. enterprise to become one of the largest suppliers in New Zealand. We also rear calves & fatten beef stock.

Shearer & Baverstock Cropping Ltd would like to continue growing watermelon, onions & pumpkins  Watermelons are our main source of income & to grow them we need fresh ground every year, otherwise

for the New Zealand Markets without the need for Resource Consents by us or by the farmers from  they are susceptible to a root disease which will severely reduce production &/or kill the plant.

whom we lease our cropping land. This makes the availability of fresh paddocks vital to our operation on an annual basis.. To achieve this we
lease the majority of our land off dairy or drystock farmers - from 2 ha's to 20 ha's at a time.

For watermelons we lease the land for, on average, 6 months, whereas onions land will be leased for 2 to 3
years. Without this leasing option our Business would be unsustainable as the risk of crop disease will be
too great for the amount of money invested.

Itis unclear in Rule 3.11.5.5 (d) as to whether a paddock on a farmer's property, leased by us means the
entire farm must be registered to a Certified Industry Scheme - this would most likely be detrimental for our
applications to lease land on their properties.

There are 3 full time workers & during the 6 months over Summer/Autumn, up to 20 people employed by us
for harvesting, packing & clearing up the paddocks.

We're unsure as to whether the farmer, or we would be liable for getting a Resource Consent, but whatever
it would be time consuming & costly for the short period of time we require the land & we are very
concerned that farmers may be reluctant to lease us land on top of the other Regulations they must now
adjust to & adhere to.

There must be many other growers who are concerned about this aspect of the Proposed Regional Waikato
Plan.
